
 

What does it look like 
to disciple our children?   
How would Jesus disci-
ple our children if He 
were still on earth?  
The verse that comes to 
mind is, “And you must 
love the LORD your God 
with all your heart, all 
your soul, and all your 
strength.  And you must 
commit yourselves 
wholeheartedly to 
these commands I am 

giving you today.  Repeat them again and 
again to your children.  Talk about them when 
you are at home and when you are away on a 
journey, when you are lying down and when 
you are getting up again.  Tie them to your 
hands as a reminder, and wear them on your 
forehead.  Write them on the doorposts of 
your house and on your gates. ” (Duet. 6:5-9)   
 One practical idea for discipling our 
children is literally writing scripture on our 
doorposts.  Before our school year began, we 
committed about fifteen verses as our door-
post verses.  We laminated them and had a 
prayerful dedication ceremony as we literally 
attached each verse to our doorpost.  While 
there is nothing magical with the process, it is 
a step in the journey to committing your home 
and family to be truth-bearers, both shielded 
and empowered by the very word of God.   

I can't think of a better example of 
a family who faithfully discipled their children 
than the ten Boom family.  Two valuable deci-
sions were made by Corrie ten Boom's father 
to disciple his children at home.  His decisions 
have eternally impacted millions in our world.  
First, the family bought several versions of 
the Bible for their children to read, including 
English, Dutch, German, Hebrew, Greek, and 
French.  The way their children learned lan-
guages was by studying God's word.  The 
siblings would take turns reading the same 
verse in the different languages.   This daily 
practice translated into a priceless gift when 

persecution hit their country during World 
War II.  While in a concentration camp, Corrie, 
her sister, Betsie, and other family members 
were able to witness to countless people 
while in the concentration camps because 
language was no longer a barrier.  Following 
the concentration camp, Corrie was able to 
travel the world sharing the message of 
Christ's forgiveness.  Why?  Because their 
father made a decision and put it into prac-
tice.  The second decision he made was to 
start and end each day with Scripture.  Each 
morning and each evening, Casper ten Boom 
read a chapter from the Bible, showing his 
children that God is our beginning and our 
end.   

If reading Scripture together as a 
family becomes as routine as brushing teeth 
or eating meals, so will the discipleship proc-
ess, which will clothe our children in living 
righteous lives that honor God.  It will bathe 
them in truth so they can more readily discern 
a lie when they hear one.  It will equip them 
to disciple others.   

What decisions can you make today 
to incorporate routine discipleship into your 
family's home?  Soren Kierkegaard in Purity of 
Heart is to Will One Thing writes, “For this 
press of busyness is like a charm.  And it is 
sad to observe how its power swells, how it 
reaches out seeking always to lay hold of ever
-younger victims so that childhood or youth 
are scarcely allowed the quiet and the retire-
ment in which the Eternal may unfold a divine 
growth.”  What is holding our families back 
from divine growth?  I pray that the one thing 
that we all will decide is to put the will of God 
first and in so doing disciple our children to 
unwaveringly love and obey Him with purity 
of heart.
